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Question 1 (Compulsory); 

After reading the case study about Illisu Dam, answer the following questions.

(a) Identify the stakeholders .Indicate a range of their expectation. By what ethical criteria might you priorities their claim?

(b) For each group of sustainability you have identified, indicate the key ethical issues at stake.
(c) To what extent can you identify globalisation as influencing the position of individual stakeholder?
(d) What options are open to the corporation to manage such situations in the future?

Answer two questions from the following questions. (以下順不同です)
Question 2;
 ‘CSR has won the battle of ideas’-this was the opening line of a special section on CSR in ‘the Economist’ magazine early in 2005. Explain first what CSR is and second, why the majority of businesses have adopted CSR in one way or the other. What has made CSR so popular with companies, governments and civil society globally?

Question 3;

Globalisation leads to sustainability management crisis. Discuss in detail how globalisation can be seen to have contributed to a sustainability crisis in a company known to you.

Question 4;

Sustainability management in globalised world may be understood as a complex balance of competing environmental and economic interests. By reference to Hardin’s model of ‘the tragedy of the commons’, discuss a range of sustainability issues in a corporation (or corporations) known to you. Analyse this discussion by reference to a range of normative ethical theories.

Question 5;

Define sustainability from on business perspective and discuss the implications of this thinking for companies. By reference to the activities of a TNC known to you, demonstrate examples of NGO activities, and discuss the benefits and limitations of NGO intervention in global business.

Question 6;

“This is one and only social responsibility of business – to uses it resources and engage in activities designed to increase its profits so long as it stays within the rules of the game, which is to say, engage in open and free competition without deception or fraud.” (Friedman).

How does the sustainability management in a TNC known to you demonstrate either to or dismissal of Friedman’s axiom? Discuss this further by reference to at least one alternate complementary or contradictory theory.
